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INTRODUCTION

Ukraine is a long-standing great European
state. Nation-building in Ukraine became in
the V-VIII centuries in the fight against the
offensive Goths, Avars, various Eternal peo-
ples. In VIII the Ukrainian state with the ca-
pital in Kiev was formed. In the year 988 Ru-
thenia-Ukraine accepted Christianity. In the
X111 century, Ruthenia-Ukraine was captured
by the Tatar-Mongols. In the XIV—XVI cen-
turies, liberated from the Tatar-Mongol en-
slavement, Ruthenia-Ukraine became a part
of the united the Litov-Rus state. In the XVI
century Poland reigned in Ukraine. In the se-
cond half of the XVII century Ukraine, some
time later after a long heavy struggle, gained
independence, and soon fell under the rule of
despotic tsarist Russia. In 1918, Ukraine be-
came independent, but not for long: in 1922,
it was enslaved by Russia. Since 1991, after
the collapse of the Russian Empire — the
USSR, Ukraine is an independent state.

Ukrainian as a separate group of the
Slavonic dialects emerged in the VI*" cen-
tury, when Slavonic unity collapsed. Since
then, more than 13 thousand words, almost
all grammatical means, and even largely
phonetic peculiarities have been preserved
in it.

Historians assume that in the IX™ century
in the days of Prince Oskold in Kyiv, a chro-
nicle was completed, which, however, did not
survive: its fragments entered the "Tale of By-
gone Years" (early X11'" century). Obviously,
it was written in the language that Ukrainians
speak now.

When in 988 Volodymyr the Great intro-
duced Christianity in Rus-Ukraine, then as
a literary he took the Bulgarian language, not
the local one, into which liturgical books had
already been translated. For many centuries,
this language had been written and read in
Ukraine, being mixed with truly Ukrainian
words and word forms. A Ukrainian philoso-
pher Hryhorii Skovoroda wrote his works in
that language at the end of the XVIII" cen-
tury.

Meantime, the folk Ukrainian language
was being developed orally: people composed
songs, tales, legends, retellings, dumas, prov-
erbs and sayings and passed them from gener-
ation to generation. The folk literature con-
tains more than 200 thousand songs.

In the Lithuanian-Ruthenian principality
(XIV-XVHI™ centuries), the Ukrainian lan-
guage, or rather the Volyn gentry’s parlance,
was officially a state language: the laws were
written in it, liturgical books were translated

into it, it was used in the offices, in court
cases, and in education institutions.

A modern oral Ukrainian language was
formed in the XVI-XVIII™ centuries in the
Zaporozhian Sich, where, in order to protect
its people, thousands of people, predomi-
nantly young, gathered from different dialec-
tal environments of Ukraine. Here in the con-
stant communication, the Cossacks dialects
were mixed and mutually enriched. The only
super dialect language was developed, which
was spread across all Ukrainian lands.

The first great work in the contemporary
Ukrainian language — the poem "Eneida" by
Ivan Kotlyarevsky — was published in 1798.
The genius Taras Shevchenko developed and
approved the Ukrainian folk language as the
literary one.

During the reign of Russia over Ukraine,
which lasted for more than 300 years, the
Ukrainian language was persecuted and for-
bidden in any form officially and unofficially.
However, this did not stop its development.

Modern Ukrainian is one of the most de-
veloped languages in the world. Thousands of
highly artistic works were written in this lan-
guage, all the most outstanding works of the
world literature were translated into it, and
many scientific papers were published in it.
The fact that the first "Encyclopedia of Cyber-
netics" (two volumes, 1158 pages) was cre-
ated and published in 1973 is evidenced by the
high level of development of the Ukrainian
language.

Ukrainian is the only state language in
Ukraine. The article 10 of the Constitution of
Ukraine states; "The Ukrainian language is
the state language in Ukraine."

According to phonetic, lexical and gram-
matical features, the Ukrainian language oc-
cupies a central place among the Slavonic lan-
guages. It has many elements in common with
Serbian, Croatian and Slovenian, with Czech
and Slovak, with Bulgarian and Macedonian,
with Polish, Belarusian and Russian. How-
ever, it is a separate Slavonic language with
its essential features.

In its sound system, the Ukrainian lan-
guage is beautiful and melodious. According
to the grammatical structure, it is elective,
synthetic, has a harmonious, well-ordered
grammar system. Most grammatical mean-
ings in it are transmitted using multi-valued
non-standard endings (flexions) that are or-
ganically merged with the stem. Moreover,
each part of the language has its own system
of endings. The vocabulary of the modern
Ukrainian language consists of over a quarter
of a million words.

Together, all these language tools consti-
tute a highly organized system of systems that
provides accurate transmission of infor-
mation, satisfies the household, production,
scientific, political and aesthetic needs of so-
ciety.

About 45 million people speak the Ukrain-
ian language all over the world.

§2. Vowels.
General characteristics

There are 6 vowel sounds in Ukrainian. In
writing, they are meant by 10 letters: a, o, y, e,
u, i, 11, 10, €, 1.

1. Four features characterize each vowel
sound:

1) vocal cords tremble, apure sound is
made, wind goes freely into open mouth cav-
ity;

2) in the mouth cavity either back (a, o, y)
or front (i, u, €) part of the tongue strains;

3) the strained part of the tongue is placed
on different heights: the highest (i, y), medium
(u, o) or the lowest (e, a);

4) the pronounced pure sound is either
strengthened by the voice (stressed) or is not
strengthened (unstressed).

§4. Consonants.
General characteristics

There are 32 consonant phonemes (typical
sounds) in Ukrainian.

1. Each consonant sound is characterized
by four features: tone and noise participation,
the place of an obstacle in the way of exhaled
air, a way to overcome the obstacle and lift the
back of the tongue (soft and hard consonants).
Accordingly consonant sounds are divided by:

1) tone and noise participation: sonoric —
tone prevails over noise (m, B, H, Ja, p, i),
voiced — noise prevails over tone (6, 1, r, &, I,
a3, 1k, 3) and voiceless — only noise is heard
(C, I, K, fl’, I, T, X, 1, HI),

2) the place of the obstacle in the way of
exhaled air: labial — the lips are compressed
(m, B, m, 0, (), dental — the end of the tongue
rests on the teeth (u, T, 3, ¢, A3, 1, 41, 1), palatal
— the end of the tongue is pressed to the palate
(p, i, m, 4, x, 1) and velar — the back part
of the oral cavity is applied (x, r, 1, K);

3) the way to overcome the obstacles in
the way of exhaled air: stops — the air breaks
down the compressed organs of articulation
(m, 0, m, 1, 1, T, I, K), fricatives — the air passes
through the gap between the organs of articu-
